	Important Information for College Bound Seniors
(Excerpted from a memo from Mick Bolduc, Epidemiologist/Vaccines for Children Coordinator, Connecticut Immunization Program)
Beginning Aug. 1, 2010, state law requires that all Connecticut full-time or matriculating students provide proof of adequate immunization against measles, mumps, rubella (MMR), and varicella (chicken pox).
· Incoming freshmen need to show of two doses of MMR vaccine and two doses of varicella vaccine
· Students planning to live on campus also need to be immunized  against meningitis

	Financial Aid Information:  Many colleges require that students file the CSS PROFILE financial aid form in order to qualify for any financial aid at their school.  You can register for your customized PROFILE application at www.collegeboard.com.
· Click on CSS/PROFILE under “Pay for College” on the students’ home page

· Click on the 2011-2012 PROFILE

· Enter your collegeboard.com user name and password (or “sign-up if you are new to college board)

· Save your user name and password

· Click on “Register for PROFILE”

· Print the Pre-Application Worksheet and Application Instructions before beginning to help you complete the PROFILE process

· Complete the registration questions, select the colleges and programs to receive your PROFILE report, and pay the registration processing fee.  Your registration Information is not saved until these steps are completed.

· Register at least two weeks before the earliest priority filing date specified by your colleges and programs.  Go to the PROFILE Online Home Page and click on “Participating Institutions” to check the priority filing date for each of your schools.
	Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) 2011-2012
This form must be completed by all
seniors who are seeking financial aid.  It is available online at this time.  This form determines eligibility for all federal monies.  The family completes this form, indicating the colleges to be informed of the results.  After it is processed, the student receives a Student Aid Report (SAR) The FAFSA must be completed online after January 1, 2011 at www.fafsa.ed.gov.

Parents and students should visit the website prior to filing since a PIN is requested and there is some “wait time” before a number is assigned.
